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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 has discussed PUCCH transmission on SCell in the TDD-FDD CA WI. RAN1 considers that it potentially brings benefits to enable PUCCH transmission on SCell in the non-co-located CA deployment scenario 4 (in Annex J.1 [2]) for the purpose of PUCCH load balancing on different cells. 
It is RAN1 understanding that enhanced PUCCH mechanism (referred as separate PUCCH in [3]) is required to support inter-node radio resource aggregation for dual connectivity. RAN1 considers that it is potentially beneficial when such a mechanism is directly used for CA in scenario 4, irrespective of the duplex mode (TDD or FDD), assuming this can be done with no or minimal additional effort.
2. Actions:

RAN1 kindly asks RAN to take the above into account for future discussion of dual connectivity and/or small cell enhancements SI/WI.
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
