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1 Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank LRAN2 for the LS on Random Access in dual connectivity in R2-134603 (R1-140006). 
It is RAN1’s understanding that for the UE with RF and base band processing capability for UL carrier aggregation of multiple frequency bands, parallel PRACH transmission could be feasible when total sum of uplink power assigned to each PRACH transmission would not exceed the maximum UE total power. However, when total sum of uplink power assigned to each PRACH exceeds the maximum UE total power, additional handling would be necessary. As there was no case identified for PRACH/PRACH simultaneous transmission in carrier aggregation scenario, this requires specification work in RAN1.
