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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 work on supporting 256QAM for the Small Cell Enhancements WI was started from RAN4#70. The rated output power defined in RAN4 for Local Area BS and Medium Range BS are less than or equal to 24dBm and 38dBm, respectively as shown in the table below (from TS 36.104).

There is no upper limit for the rated output power of the Wide Area Base Station.


While RAN4 agrees that the Local Area BS class should be in the scope of this WI for 256QAM support, it is not clear in RAN4 if the Medium Range BS class should be as well as this scenario was not concluded by RAN4 and requires extra work which may have the impact on completion deadline of the WI. Therefore, RAN4 respectfully asks RAN to clarify which BS classes and maximum BS power shall be considered for 256QAM within Small Cell Enhancements WI. 
It is noted that this clarification is only limited to the support of 256QAM in the WI. It does not preclude the use of medium range BS for other features in this WI.
