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1. Introduction
This document proposes a summary of offline discussion on some open issues for the low complexity MTC UE.
2. Summary of discussion

PRB restriction was discussed offline. The summary is below.
Resource allocation restricted to 6 PRBs

Based on simulations results in [1], the following was observed:

· Substantial RAR and Paging coverage/capacity degradation assuming no changes to Rel. 8 operation and >=5MHz bandwidth system.

· If changes to Rel. 8 operation are assumed, than 6 PRBs can still be considered an option.
· No support from companies.
Resource allocation restricted to approximately 15 PRBs

· Similar capacity issue as resource allocation restricted to 6 PRBs.

· It is desirable during Paging and/or RAR for the network to know that a UE has a 15 PRB limitation.

· Support from: Sony, Qualcomm, NEC,  LG, Huawei, HiSilicon, InterDigital, Sierra Wireless,  Sharp, ZTE, Samsung.
Resource allocation restricted to approximately 25 PRBs
· Support from: Sony, Motorola.
Resource allocation restricted to approximately 50 PRBs
· Support from: Motorola.
No PRB restriction

· Support from: NSN, Nokia, Ericsson, CATT, ALU, ASB, Intel, Sierra Wireless, Motorola, NTT Docomo, Huawei, HiSilicon, Vodafone, Mediatek, Panasonic, Samsung.
According to options listed in [2], companies preferred choices are summarized below:
Resource allocation restricted to approximately 15 PRBs

· Sony(C2/U2, C4/U2), Qualcomm (C3/U3), NEC (C2/U2),  LG (C2/U3, C2/U2), Huawei(C3/U3, C2/U2), HiSilicon (C3/U3, C2/U2), InterDigital (C3/U3, C2/U2), Sierra Wireless (C1/U1),  Sharp (C2/U2), ZTE (C2/U3, C2/U2), Samsung (C1/U1), Mediatek (C1/U1).
Resource allocation restricted to approximately 25 PRBs
· Sony (C2/U2, C4/U2), Motorola (C1/U1).
If there PRB restriction is adopted, C1/U1 is preferred by the following companies: Samsung, Intel, CATT, ALU, ASB, New Postcom, NTT Docomo, Mediatek, NSN, Nokia, Ericsson, Panasonic, Sierra Wireless, Motorola, Vodafone.
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
