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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their response LS and guidance on the IDs in Scheduling Assignments (SA) for ProSe Direct communication.
The original LS from RAN1 (R1-141813) listed the following RAN1 agreements:
Agreement

· The SA includes an ID of N bits (N<=16, working assumption N=8) with at least the following purpose:

· to enable the UE to reduce the probability of decoding of data packets the UE is not interested in

· FFS what the ID is derived from

· Not precluding scrambling SA CRC 

According to the LS reply from RAN2, in case of groupcast and unicast the receiver would be able to fulfil the objective of “reducing the probability of decoding of data packets the UE is not interested in” based on the L2 destination address indicated by RAN2.
However, in case of broadcast, it is unclear to RAN1 how the receiver would be able to “reduce the probability of decoding of data packets the UE is not interested in” if at least some L2 source address is not included in the Scheduling Assignments (SA) for ProSe Direct communication.

Therefore, RAN1 would like RAN2 to kindly clarify whether some L2 source address should be included in the Scheduling Assignments (SA) for ProSe Direct communication.
