RAN1 would like to thanks CT1 for their LS in C1-143310 which asked:
CT1 would like to get confirmation from RAN1 that the Authorized discovery range for announcing per PLMN is meant to contain the maximum transmit power at which the UE is allowed to announce in a given PLMN, and if so, which transmit power values should map to the short, medium and long ranges.
[RAN1 answer] RAN1 can confirm that authorized discovery range can consist of a maximum allowed transmit power. Suggested values for these parameters are PCMAX (23 dBm for non-Public Safety UEs, and 23 dB or 31 dBm for Public Safety UEs) for long range, 12 dBm for medium range, and 0 dBm for short range.  Further, RAN1 notes that RAN1 has agreed to power control of discovery transmissions requiring UEs to transmit at lower powers if configured by the network in order to limit the interference to the network. This lower power will depend on the power control parameters configured by the network, and may also depend on the proximity of the transmitting UE to an eNodeB.
