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1 Introduction
RAN2 sends an LS in R2-143981 asking RAN1 to clarify which of the three types of eICIC subframe sets (CSI measurement subframe sets, the RRM/RLM measurement subframe sets for PCell, the RRM measurement subframe sets for neighbouring cells) are covered by the “Rel-10 eICIC subframe sets” in the following RAN1 agreements:
A UE is not expected to be configured with both Rel-10 eICIC subframe sets and Rel-12 CSI subframe sets for a serving cell. If a UE configured to determine the UL-DL configuration for a serving cell via monitoring the L1 reconfiguration DCI (i.e. the PDCCH scrambled by eIMTA-RNTI), the UE is not expected to be configured with the Rel-10 eICIC subframe sets on the serving cell.
In this contribution, we discuss the possible LS reply to R2-143981.

2 Discussion and proposal
The functions related to Rel-12 CSI subframe sets are grouped by feature group 7-3, i.e.

It can be seen that the functions related to Rel-12 CSI subframe sets is designed to replace the Rel-10 CSI subframe set, without any impact on Rel-10 RRM/RLM measurement subframe sets for PCell and Rel-10 RRM measurement subframe sets for neighbor cell(s). In addition, there is no pre-requisite for feature group 7-3, i.e. a Rel-12 UE supporting Rel-12 feature group 7-1 and Rel-10 ICIC (i.e. FGI 115) can be enabled with these two features at the same time, provided that the Rel-12 CSI subframe sets and the Rel-10 CSI subframe sets are not configured at the same time for a serving cell, which is already captured in the Rel-12 RAN2 specification. In other words, for a UE supporting Rel-12 CSI subframe sets (i.e. Rel-12 feature group 7-3) and Rel-10 ICIC (i.e. FGI 115), the UE can be configured at the same time for any combination of the Rel-12 CSI subframe sets, the Rel-10 RRM/RLM measurement subframe sets for PCell, and the Rel-10 RRM measurement subframe sets for neighbour cell(s).
With the above analysis, we have the following proposal:

Proposal: To clarify in a reply LS to RAN2 that the Rel-10 eICIC subframe sets only refer to the Rel-10 CSI subframe sets in the relevant RAN1 agreement.
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
