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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to capture the agreement regarding the relationship between DRS occasion and DMTC in 36.213. 
2. Discussion
In RAN1#78, the following is agreed. 

“On one carrier frequency, a UE can expect that all cells/TPs (that transmit DRS) transmit DRS in every measurement opportunity indicated by the DRS measurement timing configuration.” 

Without this agreement captured in the specification, the UE assumption on DRS transmission becomes unclear. If this is not captured, a UE may have to blindly search the presence of DRS in each DMTC occasion which may complicate the UE implementation and degrade the performance. 

Thus, it is proposed to capture the agreements in 36.213 as the followings:
On one carrier frequency, a UE can expect that cells/TPs configured for discovery-signal-based measurement transmit DRS in every measurement opportunity indicated by DMTC.
