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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS R1-151241(R2-150690) on the absence of supportedMIMO-CapabilityDL-r10 and supportedMIMO-CapabilityUL-r10.
RAN1 notes that in the case the “supportedMIMO-CapabilityDL-r10” and “supportedMIMO-CapabilityUL-r10” are absent, RAN2 interprets the UE capability as following:
· For DL, absence of “supportedMIMO-CapabilityDL-r10”if “supportedBandCombination” is present indicates that the UE category is category 1
· For UL, absence of “supportedMIMO-CapabilityUL-r10” indicates that the UE supports a single layer

RAN1 does not think there is any mismatch between RAN1 and RAN2 specifications. For instance in TS36.212 as RAN2 referred in their LS:
“If the UE is configured with transmission mode 9, and the supportedMIMO-CapabilityDL-r10 field is not included in the UE-EUTRA-Capability, the maximum number of layers is determined according to the minimum of the configured number of CSI-RS ports and ue-Category (without suffix)”.

According to RAN2’s conclusion, if the supportedMIMO-CapabilityDL-r10 field is not included and “supportedBandCombination” is present, the UE is category 1. Then the maximum number of layers is determined according to the minimum of the configured number of CSI-RS ports and ue-Category (without suffix) as currently defined in TS36.212.
