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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 discussed physical layer aspects of using discovery for public safety use and reached the conclusion that the transport block size of any physical sidelink discovery channel in Rel-13 should be kept at 232 bits (excluding 24 CRC bits) in the physical layer, which is the same size as Rel-12, both for in and out of coverage operation.
RAN1 notes that there is discussion in RAN1 on whether some radio-related information can be carried by physical sidelink discovery channel for the purpose of UE-NW Relay discovery. RAN1 estimates this radio-related information to be less than <50> bits.
2. Actions:

To RAN WG2, SA WG2, SA WG3, and CT WG1.

ACTION: 
RAN1 respectfully asks RAN2, SA2, SA3, and CT1 to consider the above RAN1 conclusion in their work.
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
