For a serving cell and UE configured in transmission mode 9 and not configured with higher layer parameter eMIMO-Type-r13, the UE can be configured with one CSI-RS resource configuration. 
For a serving cell and UE configured in transmission mode 9 and configured with higher layer parameter eMIMO-Type-r13, and eMIMO-Type-r13 is set to ‘nonPrecoded’, the UE can be configured with one CSI-RS resource configuration. 
For a serving cell and UE configured in transmission mode 9 and configured with higher layer parameter eMIMO-Type-r13, and eMIMO-Type-r13 is set to ‘beamformed’, the UE can be configured with one or more CSI-RS resource configuration(s). 
For a serving cell and UE configured in transmission mode 10, the UE can be configured with one or more CSI-RS resource configuration(s).
