	The agreement in RAN1 #84 for the collision handling between PUCCH and PUSCH says:
· A UE drops PUSCH transmissions in the subframes that collide with the PUCCH (for HARQ-ACK or SR or CQI) transmitted by the UE. 
However the sentence in the specification describes the case as the collision between a UCI and a PUSCH transmission, which will cause misunderstanding that PUSCH can not carry any UCI for BL/CE UEs. This is not the actual meaning of the agreement. PUSCH can carry at least CSI report because aperiodic CSI report is supported for CEmodeA.
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	Change the case description for the collision between a UCI and a PUSCH transmission to the collision between a UCI on PUCCH and a PUSCH transmission.

For a BL/CE UE in half-duplex FDD operation, in case of collision between a PUCCH format 2 transmission including half-duplex guard subframe and a PDSCH reception with repetitions, the PUCCH format 2 transmission is dropped. 
For a BL/CE UE, in case of collision between at least one physical resource block to be used for transmission of UCI on PUCCH (defined in [3]) and physical resource blocks corresponding to configured PRACH resources for BL/CE UEs or non-BL/CE UEs (defined in [3]) in a same subframe, the UCI is dropped.
