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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 for informing them of their agreements on the minimum supported carrier bandwidth for NR:

· The set of supported NR bandwidths for each frequency band will be band specific
· For frequency range up to 6 GHz, the minimum possible carrier bandwidth for NR is 5 MHz For frequency range from 6 GHz to 52.6 GHz, the minimum possible carrier bandwidth for NR is 50 MHz 
· RAN4 will further determine mapping between frequency band and the set of support carrier bandwidth values in consideration with above


RAN1 would like to inform RAN4 that because of the inability of the 50MHz minimum carrier bandwidth to support SS Blocks with 240kHz SCS, RAN1 agreed that a minimum carrier bandwidth value of 100MHz should be supported in addition to 50MHz in order to accommodate SS Blocks with 240kHz SCS for bands, where appropriate in the frequency range from 24 GHz to 52.6 GHz.

[RAN1 would also like to inform RAN4 that because of the inability of the 5MHz minimum carrier bandwidth to support SS Blocks with 30kHz SCS, RAN1 agreed that a minimum carrier bandwidth value of 10MHz should be supported in addition to 5MHz in order to accommodate SS Blocks with 30kHz SCS for bands, where appropriate in the frequency range below 6 GHz.]

RAN1 would like to kindly request RAN4 to support a minimum carrier bandwidth value of 100MHz in addition to 50MHz in order to accommodate SS Blocks with 240kHz SCS for bands, where appropriate, in the frequency range from 24 GHz to 52.6 GHz.
