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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS concerning QoS support over PC5 and for providing clarifications requested by RAN2. Additionally, SA2’s reply contained the following request to RAN2:

	ACTION: SA2 kindly asks RAN2 to take into account the answers above and let SA2 know if RAN2 has plan to enhance the LTE side link in order to support the QoS requirement using LTE Uu QoS model.



RAN2 would like to clarify that the objectives of Study Item on “Further Enhancements to LTE Device to Device, UE to Network Relays for IoT and Wearables” include:
	1. Study and evaluate a generic Layer 2 evolved UE-to-Network Relay architecture, including methods for the network to identify, address, and reach a evolved Remote UE via an evolved ProSe UE-to-Network Relay UE. [RAN2]

c. Study path selection/switch between the cellular link (Uu air interface) and relay link and provide service continuity and QoS [RAN2, RAN3]. 
2. Study necessary LTE sidelink enhancements.

b. Identify mechanisms to enable QoS, reliable, and/or low complexity/cost & low energy sidelink [RAN1, RAN2, RAN4].

Also, the following requirement is captured in TR 36.746:
	[bookmark: _Toc483649535]4.2.1.11	Requirement 11 – QoS support 
The relay solution shall allow for various QoS configurations to meet requirements of different services and traffic types. The level of QoS while using indirect 3GPP connection based on PC5 should be comparable to that achieved while using direct 3GPP connection for the same service.



RAN2 believes that in order to meet the requirement cited above some changes towards current PC5 QoS mechanism are required. Although some contributions were received suggesting enhancements, RAN2 did not extensively discuss QoS during the related study item. RAN2 anticipate that this would be a possible topic to be further investigated in a work item. Considering SA2’s feedback RAN2 would also like to confirm that the intention is to use existing EPS QoS framework for the Uu as the baseline for QoS support for the eRemote-UE connected via eRelay-UE LTE sidelink in the potential future work. If such work takes place, RAN2 intention is to minimise impact to SA2.
