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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN4 on the questions related to PRB grid.
Question: 
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RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 to indicate if all the PRB grid shifts for all SCSs higher than the Reference SCS (the figure above is an example for 2xReference SCS) are supported and whether there are further constraints on the PRB alignment for different SCSs that should be taken into account in RAN4.
Answer: 
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It was agreed in RAN1 that the PRB 0 of common PRB indexing in the above figure is indicated by gNB. The PRB 0 of common PRB indexing does not refer to the first actual PRB which is used for transmission in the channel bandwidth. The actual PRBs are defined within a bandwidth part. 
Furthermore, it was agreed in RAN1 that the granularity of starting frequency location of BWP is 1 PRB.  Therefore, the four different PRB placements of 2x Reference SCS illustrated in the figure of the question can be supported, but their corresponding PRB indexing should be based on the common PRB indexing. RAN1 recommend that the subcarrier 0 of common PRB 0 of a numerology with SCS F0 coincides with the subcarrier 0 of common PRB 0 of any numerology with SCS other than F0. There are no further constraints on the PRB alignment for different SCSs from RAN1 perspective.
