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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 on the question related to supporting up to 32 CCs for NR CA in RAN1.
In general, RAN1 specification can support up to 32 CCs for NR CA. However, some restriction on higher layer configurations shall apply to limit the maximum UCI payload size on a PUCCH or PUSCH. For example, with 32 CCs, 8 CBGs per TB, and 8 values of K1 (i.e. the timing between PDSCH to HARQ-ACK transmission), a total of 2048 HARQ-ACK bits need to be transmitted in a slot, which exceeds the maximum RAN1 supported UCI bits on a PUCCH or PUSCH, i.e. 1706 bits. It is RAN1 understanding that UEs are not expected to be configured with UCI payload size more than 1706 bits on a PUCCH or PUSCH in Rel-15.
