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1. Overall Description:

At RAN1#93, the size of DCI formats 2-0 and 2-1 were discussed. To have the possibility to align the size of the two DCI formats in order to meet limitation on the number of DCI sizes possible to monitor by the UE, the following conclusion was reached:

Agreements:

· Inform RAN2 to remove the comment in the RRC spec that the size for DCI format 2-1 must be a multiple of 14. RAN1 only uses multiples of 14 bits for preemption indication and discards the remaining bits (if any) in DCI format 2-1. 

For clarity, the relevant part of the RRC specification is shown below:

	dci-PayloadSize
Total length of the DCI payload scrambled with INT-RNTI. The value must be an integer multiple of 14 bit. Corresponds to L1 parameter 'INT-DCI-payload-length' (see 38.213, section 11.2)

	int-ConfigurationPerServingCell
Indicates (per serving cell) the position of the 14 bit INT values inside the DCI payload. Corresponds to L1 parameter 'INT-cell-to-INT' and 'cell-to-INT' (see 38.213, section 11.2)

	int-RNTI
RNTI used for indication pre-emption in DL. Corresponds to L1 parameter 'INT-RNTI', where ”INT” stands for ”interruption” (see 38.213, section 10)

	timeFrequencySet
Set selection for DL-preemption indication. Corresponds to L1 parameter 'int-TF-unit' (see 38.213, section 10.1) The set determines how the UE interprets the DL preemption DCI payload.
