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1 Introduction
In this document, we provide a draft reply LS to the “LS on termination of contention-free BFR” [1] from RAN2. 
2 Draft LS responses
In this section, draft responses to questions from RAN2 [1] are provided: 
1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed the termination of contention-free BFR and has the following questions:

Question 1: After UE sending PRACH for contention-free BFR, does the UE continue monitoring PDCCH candidates in configured search spaces monitored before PRACH, in addition to the search space indicated by recoverySearchSpaceId?
· Yes. If the UE capability allows, the UE should be able to continue monitoring PDCCH candidates in configured search spaces monitored before PRACH, in addition to the search space indicated by recoverySearchSpaceId. 
Question 2: If the answer to Question 1 is “Yes”, is the BFR RACH procedure considered successfully completed only if PDCCH is received in search space indicated by recoverySearchSpaceId?

· If UE does not receive PDCCH in search space indicated by recoverySearchSpaceId but successfully receives PDCCH in the configured search spaces monitored before PRACH, UE considers that BFR is successfully completed. 
3 Conclusion
Proposal: RAN1 adopts the above draft responses to reply to the RAN2 LS on termination of contention-free BFR. 
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
