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1. Overall Description:

During RAN WG1 #AH1901, in the context of agenda item 7.2.3.1, it was agreed that the IAB MT assumed SSB periodicity for initial access is 16 radio frames (as opposed to the 2 radio frames assumption made by a Rel-15 UE), with an action to study further the potential impact to cell re-selection and the backhaul link recovery from RLF.
After further discussion during RAN WG1 #96, RAN WG1 concluded that there is no impact of the above assumption on cell re-selection and on the backhaul link recovery time from RLF, provided IAB supports mechanisms for topology adaption to respond to backhaul link failure. RAN WG1 would like RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 to review this conclusion and inform RAN WG1 in the case there are any concerns.
2. Actions:

To RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 groups.

ACTION:
RAN WG1 set the IAB MT assumed SSB periodicity for initial access to 16 radio frames. Given the relationship of this periodicity value with upper layer mechanisms, RAN WG1 would like RAN WG2 and RAN WG3 to review and to inform RAN WG1 in the case there are any concerns.
