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This liaison statement is to inform you that the ITU-T Study Group 12 (performance, QoS and QoE) is currently undertaking the development of a new Recommendation to define guidance on the definition of KPI targets for cellular mobile networks with a link with QoS as perceived by end users of services such as voice and data.
Many of the identified KPIs and targets to be used in the current draft of the planned new recommendation are originating from work undertaken and technical specifications produced within your working group. Therefore, we request your support and advice on this ongoing work item, whose text has been attached to the present liaison statement.
We would be pleased to enter in a fruitful collaboration on this document in the future and will keep you informed of any new revision.
