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1 Introduction

Per RAN Plenary Chair’s guidance in June 2018, we submitted a contribution that identified a minimal set of KPIs for a subset of ProSe D2D features that may require no changes to the current NR V2X sidelink in the past.  As stated in Release-16 NR V2X WID [1], the scope of work does cover other use cases (e.g., public safety, gaming, etc.) using the solution of this WI when the service requirement can be met. The exhaustive list of Service requirements for enhanced V2X scenarios are documented in Reference [2] along with the study on enhancement of 3GPP Support for 5G V2X Services in Reference [3]. This document outlines a minimal set of ProSe Direct communications that shall be supported in Release-16 within the design constraints of the sidelink.
2 Discussion

ProSe covers several aspects of first responder needs, but we are focussing on a minimal set of these services for Release-16. These services include:

· Direct 1:1 communications in coverage
· Direct 1:1 communications out of coverage
· Direct 1:Many communications in coverage

· Direct 1:Many communications out of coverage

· Speech packet latency for both Direct and Group call: 200-250 msec

· Call set-up time for both Direct and Group call: less than 300 msec

· Average MOS audio quality for both Direct and Group calls: better than 3.0 for 96% and >= 2.5 for 100%

· Maximum number of UEs in a Group call: 75
Future additions to the above set of functions would be defined and supported in the future releases such as Release-17.

3 Conclusion
The objective of this paper is to raise awareness regarding the importance of D2D services for global public responder communities and is included as a part of Release-16 work scope subject to UE power consumption mitigation. The public safety communities are eagerly waiting for the best tools that the technology can provide to save human lives.  
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
