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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS on CSI/SRS reporting. Regarding to RAN2’s questions to RAN1, the following includes RAN1’s answers.

Based on RAN1’s understanding, DRX on-duration provides a window during which P/SP CSI and SRS reporting can be performed to maintain link quality. In addition, in RAN1 AH1901 meeting, it was agreed a periodicity of max(DRX cycle, [160 msec]) is assumed for periodic activities, e.g., time/frequency, channel or beam tracking, in evaluation. According to RAN2’s agreements, in order to maintain link quality, UE may be forced to be waken up periodically to start drx-onDurationTimer for P/SP CSI and SRS reporting even if there is no data for the UE. RAN1 think this will negate the benefit of introducing WUS for PDCCH monitoring, if it is also reused for the case of periodic link maintenance.
