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Offline Proposal: 
For multi-DCI based multi-TRP/panel transmission, to associate PUCCH resources with TRPs, at least for PUCCH conveying P/SP CSI reporting:
· An explicit RRC parameter is configured per PUCCH resource, i.e. PUCCH-CORESETpoolIndex
· Support: QC, Lenovo, CMCC, ZTE, Spreadtrum, DC, MTK, HW, Nokia, CATT, Intel, Ericsson

Offline Agreement: 
· DMRS entry {0, 2, 3} can be expected by the UE only when two TCI states are indicated. 

Offline Agreement 
For DMRS type-2, for layer combination 1+2, at least support DMRS entry {0,2,3} with 2 CDM groups without data
· {0,2,3} is used assuming SU-MIMO

Conclusion: How to handle the support of DMRS entry {0, 2, 3} is up to spec editor. 


For multi-DCI based multi-TRP/panel transmission, if CORESETPoolIndex is configured,
· If the time offset between the reception of the PDCCH and the corresponding PDSCH is less than a threshold, UE could assume that the DM-RS ports of PDSCH are QCL-ed with the RS(s) in the TCI state with respect to the QCL parameter(s) used for PDCCH of the lowest CORESET index among CORESETs configured with the same value of CORESETPoolIndex,
·  in the latest slot in which one or more CORESETs associated the same value of CORESETPoolInex within the active BWP of the serving cell are monitored by the UE configured with at least one PDCCH monitoring occasion (i.e. same as in Rel-15)
· FFS: Applicable condition (to be determined this week) and relevant UE behavior
· The support of this feature is indicated by UE capability
· If the UE does not support the above feature, Rel-15 behavior is reused

[Draft Offline proposal 14] For single-DCI based Multi-TRP/panel transmission with at least one of configured TCI states for the serving cell of scheduled PDSCH containing 'QCL-TypeD', 
· If the offset between the reception of the PDCCH and the corresponding PDSCH is less than timeDurationForQCL and after the reception of activation command of TCI states for UE specific PDSCH, the UE may assume that DMRS ports of PDSCH follows QCL parameters indicated by default TCI state(s) as following: 
· Option 1: the TCI state(s) are associated to the lowest codepoint among TCI codepoint(s) containing the Rel-15 default TCI-state
· If no such TCI codepoint, single default QCL assumption is determined as in Rel. 15.
· Option 2: the 1st TCI state is associated to the lowest CORESET ID as in Rel-15 and the 2nd TCI state is associated with an additional default TCI state indicated in the MAC CE for activating the TCI states for UE specific PDSCH 
· Option 5: When 2 TCI states are indicated by a TCI code point, the UE expects the time offset between the reception of the detected PDCCH in the search space set and the corresponding PDSCH is larger than or equal to the threshold timeDurationForQCL.
