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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 on the questions related to BWP operation. RAN1 has concluded the followings according to the questions asked by RAN2.
Q1: It is our understanding from your LS that there will be at least one active DL BWP per carrier, per UE, at any given time, and similarly at least one active UL BWP. Could RAN1 please advise on whether – according to e.g. any recent developments in RAN1 – it has been agreed to fix this to a maximum of one active BWP (one per DL and one per UL), or to definitely support more than one active BWP at a time?

A1: In RAN1 NR AH#2, it was agreed that the primary focus is to complete the single active bandwidth part one. If time is available later after completing the single active bandwidth part case, multiple active bandwidth parts case for a single carrier WB UE is considered. Considering remaining many open issues for single active BWP case and limited time for completing NR Phase 1, RAN1 expects that there is at most one active BWP (one per DL and one per UL) per UE at a time in NR Phase 1.

Q2: RAN2 would like to understand the number of SR configurations that can be supported in a single BWP for a UE?

[bookmark: _GoBack]A2: In RAN1#90, RAN1 has agreed that it is up to RAN2 how many SR configurations the UE can be configured with. Since there is a UE operating with single BWP, it is RAN1 understanding that the UE can be configured with multiple SR configurations in a single BWP. However, RAN1 has not discussed about PUCCH resource allocation for BWP operation (e.g. whether PUCCH resource is allocated in all configured BWPs or not). RAN1 will discuss it and inform RAN2 once corresponding information is available.
