When the UE is configured with a CSI-RS resource set and when the higher layer parameter CSI-RS-ResourceRep is set to ‘OFF’, the UE shall determine a CRI from the supported set of CRI values as defined in Subclause [TBD] of [5, TS 38.212] and report the number in each CRI report. When the higher layer parameter CSI-RS-ResourceRep is set to ‘ON’, CRI is not reported. CRI value 0 corresponds to the first entry of configured NZP-CSI-RS-ResourceConfigList in the NZP CSI-RS resource set for channel measurement, the first entry of configured CSI-IM-ResourceConfigList in the CSI-IM resource set (if configured), and the NZP CSI-RS resource set for interference measurement (if configured).
