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1. Overall Description:

At T1#23, it was proposed to modify the HSDPA radio bearer settings for the default messages used by the test cases in order to support higher data throughput.  The proposed changes would involve setting the MAC-hs PDU size to 656 bits, and the IE “Added or Reconfigured DL TrCH information” to 2 TrCHs, instead of 336 bits and 3 TrCHs as in the current T1 configurations.  

Opinions were raised that the current settings in the T1 default messages facilitates transport channel type switching (e.g. between HS-DSCH and DCH) without the need to change the PDU size (causing RLC re-establishment and thus data loss) or to reconfigure transport channels. 

Before implementing these changes, T1 kindly asks RAN2 to verify that these new settings are appropriate.
