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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has reviewed the following question from T1:

1) After received RRC message, the UE wants to transmit a Status PDU in UL. The RRC procedure delay is specified as 80ms. This means that the UE starts immediately to begin the handover procedure, which the Status PDU may not be sent in old UL DPCCH. Is there a requirement for the Status PDU to be sent in the old UL DPCCH? 

The understanding of RAN2 is that the UE will start the handover as soon as the reconfiguration message has been received and processed by RRC. The processing delay is permitted to be up to 80ms.  There is no requirement for the UE to send a RLC Status PDU acknowledging receipt of the reconfiguration message before the UE starts the handover. The Status PDU might be sent in the old configuration before the handover if the RLC processing time is much shorter than the RRC processing time, but in most cases the Status PDU will be sent in the new configuration after the handover.
