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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the liaison statement R2-072123 where RAN2 is made aware of the current status of RAN3 discussions and working assumptions concerning header compression as well as the location of PDCP for LTE MBMS. Hereby RAN2 provides feedback (as requested by RAN3) on the following RAN3 working assumptions and recommendations for LTE MBMS;
· Header compression will not be distributed in multi-cell case, 
· The location of header compression functionality for the single-cell case is a subject for further studies, 

· It is for further studies if header compression will be employed for LTE MBMS
RAN2 would like to inform RAN3 that the question of header compression for LTE MBMS and related architectural assumptions were discussed in RAN2#57bis meeting in Malta. It was agreed that header compression can be beneficial for MBMS and it was therefore decided that header compression will be supported for LTE MBMS. 
The location of PDCP for MBMS services was also discussed in RAN2#57bis meeting, and the current working assumption is that in multi-cell case the PDCP is located in the gateway. It follows that RAN2 agrees with RAN3 assumption that header compression will not be distributed in multi-cell case. However, the question about the usefulness of header compression is not seen as an open question from RAN2 perspective.
