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The FAUSCH concept description was included in the ETSI L23 permanent documents YY.xx on the condition that the ETSI L1 working group would adopt it as working assumption. This condition was made visible by Editor‘s notes in the YY.xx documents.

Due to a harmonisation proposal for RACH and FAUSCH  presented on the UMTS-L1 meeting in January, ETSI agreed to adopt the FAUSCH as working assumption (see [1], 2x99-086). After that meeting, standardisation was handed over to 3GPP.


ARIB checked the FAUSCH concept, but would not agree to include it in the common description for the 1999 release from then on produced by 3GPP. One argument to reject the concept was that the inclusion of FAUSCH would mean additional delay for the standardisation process, although the FAUSCH description both in L1 and L2&3 was almost finished.

The RAN meeting immediately before the TSG-RAN-WG2 meeting in March however decided that any feature the description of which could be finished according to the deadlines of the workplan, would become part of the 1999 release (see Annex H of the minutes of this RAN meeting, [2] RP-99174).

Taking this evolution into consideration, it can be stated that the conditions for removing the Editor´s Notes in the permanent documents S2.xx , that 

„the FAUSCH is still under discussion in L1 and will be removed if it is not adopted in L1 as a working assumption“ (and similar versions)

are now fulfilled.

It is proposed to remove these Editor´s Notes.
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
