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1. Overall Description: 
RAN1 identified an issue with handovers in eMTC. With Rel-13 signalling, the UE may not know the MBSFN subframe configuration of the target cell after handover. Knowing the MBSFN subframe configuration is necessary for the UE to correctly decode the random access response and other downlink messages.
RAN1 agreed that, for Rel-13, for the case where MBSFN subframe configuration of the target cell is not otherwise known, the UE can assume that the MBSFN subframe configuration is the same as the valid/invalid mask in the handover message (fdd-DownlinkOrTddSubframeBitmapBR-r13).
For Rel-14, RAN1 would like to know whether the UE can know the MBSFN subframe configuration of the target cell through SIB2 in RRCConnectionReconfiguration-v1430-IEs introduced in CR 2885 for TS 36.331, and if so, RAN1 assumes that for the case where SIB2 is not included in RRCConnectionReconfiguration-v1430-IEs, Rel-13 behaviour defined above would apply.
2. Actions to RAN2:
RAN1 respectfully requests RAN2 to take the above information into account, and to inform RAN1 whether the UE can know the MBSFN subframe configuration of the target cell through SIB2 in RRCConnectionReconfiguration-v1430-IEs.
