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1. Overall Description:
Disabling and re-enabling capabilities to access 5G system is one of the agreed mechanisms to support the migration from EPC to 5GC. For LTE features that cannot be supported in early 5G deployments, NAS procedures provides the ability to select CN node between EPC and 5GC (as per TS24.501 subclause 4.9).
Disabling capabilities to access 5G System by NAS is fundamentally not AS function and does not impact CONENCTED UEs (RRC signaling).
RAN2 discussed that in regular mobility events, the CONNECTED UE can be redirected to by the eNB to gNB or ng-eNB, if the eNB has no visibility to the actions taken by upper layer for disabling 5GC in IDLE UE state. The CONNECTED UE becomes subject to unwanted handovers. To avoid inter system ping-pong handovers, the eNB should be made aware by core network of disabling capabilities to access 5G system.
2. Actions:
To RAN3 group:
ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN3 to take the RAN2 input into account and introduce the required signalling to maintain disabling 5G System accordingly.
