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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 for informing RAN2 the previous agreements from RAN1 on BeamFailureRecoveryTimer.  
The following agreements have been made on BeamFailureRecoveryTimer from RAN 2’s perspective:
· BeamFailureRecoveryTimer starts when beam failure is detected.
· When beamFailureRecoveryTimer is running, the UE can only perform CFRA for beam failure recovery.
· Upon successful completion of BFR procedure or when PREAMBLE_TRANMISSION_COUNTER=PreambleTransMax+1, the BeamFailureRecoveryTimer stops. 
· When PREAMBLE_TRANMISSION_COUNTER=PreambleTransMax+1, the beam failure recovery procedure is considered as unsuccessful and the UE refrains from further preamble transmission. 
· Upon the expiry of the BeamFailureRecoveryTimer, MAC layer performs CBRA for the BFR procedure afterwards by ignoring the beams in the candidate beam list provided by PHY. 
Regarding to the ASN.1 of BeamFailureRecoveryTimer, the following agreements were made:
· BeamFailureRecoveryTimer should be configured under beamFailureRecoveryConfig 
· The Range of values for BeamFailureRecoveryTimer should be: {ms10, ms20, ms40, ms60, ms80, ms100, ms150, ms200}
