Introduction
Based on email discussion [101bis#50][LTE/HRLLC] Provision of time reference. There are two solutions, i.e. unicast solution and broadcast solution. Since time reference with higher granularities is a new feature in Rel-15, we provide our considerations on UE capabilities.

Discussion
For time reference with higher granularities, we consider it as a new feature in Rel-15, and it should be optionally supported from UE point of view.
For broadcast solution, the UE receives time reference information via SIB, and thus there is no need to have a UE capability indication, i.e. the UE can receive the relevant SIB only if the UE supports this feature.
Observation: There is no need to have a UE capability on Rel-15 time reference information regarding broadcast solution.
For unicast solution, like many legacy features, there should be a UE capability indication so that the network can configure this feature per UE basis, i.e. the network can activate the feature to a UE only if the UE reports the UE capability information to the network.
Proposal: It is proposed RAN2 to introduce a UE capability bit on Rel-15 time reference information regarding unicast solution, e.g. micro-second-granularity-time-reference-r15.
