	When UE receives RRCReject, the UE would inform the upper layer that access barring is applicable for all access categories except categories ‘0’and '2' if RRCReject is received in response to a request from upper layers. When timer T302 expires or is stopped while corresponding timer T390 for an Access Category is not running, AS needs to inform upper layer about barring alleviation for the Access Category even if the  Access Category was not provided upon access barring check requested by upper layers. 

However, based on the existing description in section 5.3.14.4, the AS layer informs upper layers about barring alleviation for one Access Category only if the Access Category was provided upon access barring check requested by upper layer.

	Barring alleviation notification is separated described in both the case T302 expries or is stopped while T390 to an Access Category is not running and the case T390 to an Access Category expires or is stopped while T302 is not running.
