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1 Introduction

In RAN1 #93 meeting, the following agreements were made: 
	Agreements:

· NR supports in one PDCCH containing an indication in paging DCI for simultaneous short messages and scheduling information, where the short messages (w/o PDSCH) can be used for all UEs while the scheduling information is intended for Idle UEs only
· Replace the existing 1-bit indication in TS38.212 with 2 bits with the following indication:

· 00: Reserved

· 01: Paging scheduling only

· 10: Short Message only
· 11: Paging scheduling and Short Messages


Accordingly, RAN2 has agreed to introduce a Short Message for SI change indication and PWS notification 
In this contribution, we would like to discuss paging monitoring in Camped on Any Cell state.
2 Discussion
In RAN2 #103-bis meeting, the requirement of receiving a paging message for the call-back when a UE is in Camped on Any Cell state was discussed. However, RAN2 did not make a agreement but sent the LS (R2-181to SA1 and SA2, as per below:


RAN2 respectfully asks SA2/SA1 to provide the information on the requirement of paging 
message reception for the call-back to the emergency call while the UE is in limited service 
state. If there is no such a requirement currently, would it be introduced in future?
In response to our LS, SA2 replied in [1], as below: 

SA2 would like to point out that there is currently no requirement for paging message 
reception for callback to emergency call while the UE is in limited service state. 


In the absence of any Stage1 requirements, SA2 does not intend to work on emergency 
callback to a UE in limited service state.
In our understanding, in the 5GS architecture the callback is only delivered over an ordinary PDU session, which is not available for a UE in limited service state. In our view, at least in Rel-15, there is no possible way to support the callback to emergency call while the UE is in Camped on Any cell state. If the UE in Camped on Any Cell state is allowed to receive a paging message, then it may harm UE battery or cause wrong operation (i.e. paging id received in an acceptable cell is not consistent with paging id allocated in the RPLMN/Equivalent PLMN list). 
Proposal : While a UE is in Camped on Any Cell state (or in limited service state), the UE shall receive short message only.
3 Conclusion

Based on the above, RAN2 is requested to discuss and agree on the following proposals:
Proposal : While a UE is in Camped on Any Cell state (or in limited service state), the UE shall receive short message only.
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
