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	Reason for change:
	 Network needs to update SI-RequestResources when si-BroadcastStatus of a particular SI-Message changes from notBroadcasting to broadcasting, because each entry in the list of resources in si-SchedulingInfo corresponds to the SI-Messages with si-BroadcastStatus = notBroadcasting, and NW may do this without triggering SI change indication. 

A UE with an ongoing random access procedure for SI request may not detect a change in SIB1 during the random access procedure, because there is no requirement for the UE to keep checking SIB1 after initiating SI request. 

This is not a problem if entries in the SI-RequestResources list are added/removed, but becomes a problem if the eNB re-maps specific resources to be associated with a different SI-Message because a UE which has already initiated SI request may be using different random access resources than the network is currently indicating in SIB1.

	 Clarify that the network does not change the random access resource <-> SI-Message mapping during a modification period.

[bookmark: _GoBack]If there is only one entry in the list, the configuration is used for all SI messages for which si-BroadcastStatus is set to notBroadcasting. Otherwise the 1st entry in the list corresponds to the first SI message in schedulingInfoList for which si-BroadcastStatus is set to notBroadcasting, 2nd entry in the list corresponds to the second SI message in schedulingInfoList for which si-BroadcastStatus is set to notBroadcasting and so on. Change of si-RequestResources list size should not result in system information change notification, however change of the random access resources associated with a specific SI-Message does result in a system information change notification.
