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1. Introduction

RAN2 had one official email discussion: [103bis#16][NR] Overheating.
One of the potential questions was whether to introduce the FR indication to turn-off all CCs belonging to FR2, which was not accepted.
We still believe that it is so effective to release the all FR2 CCs for the overheating mitigation because each FR would be typically supported by a separate RF.
This contribution intends to introduce possible options to release all CCs belonging to FR2.
2.
Discussion
Option 1: Introducing a new FR indication
If UE reports the FR indication, it means the UE requests to release all CCs belonging to FR2.
Since it would be optional, 2-bit only increases. 

Option 2: Allowing bandwidth or BWP width to be set to ‘0’ Hz. The BW or BWP is reported per FR or per CC.

RAN2 has not decided which indication between BW and BWP width is introduced from the email discussion. Anyway, it is assumed one between them will be chosen. 
If UE sets the reduced aggregated BW or BWP width of a FR or a CC(s) to ‘0’, it means UE requests to release all CCs belonging to the FR or to release the corresponding CC(s).
We would like to suggest that RAN2 decides options above, and picks up a preferable option. 
3. Conclusion

Proposal: RAN2 to discuss the following options so that UE can request to release all CCs belonging to FR2.

Option 1: Introducing a new FR indication

Option 2: Allowing bandwidth or BWP width to be set to ‘0’ Hz. The BW or BWP is reported per FR or per CC.
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
