In the LS, RAN2 provided answers to SA5’s questions. In addition, there is also one sentence about review of TS 28.552:
SA5 also asked RAN2 to review SA5 TS 28.552 defined terms and RAN2 plans to provide feedback after more investigation.
The above sentence is based on incoming SA5 LS S5-185585 [2]. In previous SA5 meetings, SA5 made some progresses on TS 28.552, and asked RAN2 to review SA5 TS 28.552. In this paper, we provide our views after checking TS 28.552 [3].

Observation 1: Only section 5.1 Performance measurements for gNB and section 6.1 End-to-end latency measurement in TS 28.552 may need RAN2 review.
Observation 2: For measurements defined in section 5.1, we have the following views after technical check:
- Measurements defined in section 5.1.3.4 and 5.1.3.5 are not relevant to RAN2

- Other measurements are feasible from RAN2 point of view

In TS 28.552, SA5 has also defined user plane latency, i.e. section A.1 Monitoring of UL and DL user plane latency in NG-RAN. In the past, RAN2 and SA5 had some coordination [4][5]. In general, the latency measurements are feasible from RAN2 point of view.
In LTE TS 36.314 (and also in SA5 specs), the measurements Number of active UEs have been defined. The measurements refer to UEs for which there is buffered data for DL only, or UL only, or both. However, such measurements have not been captured in SA5 spec for gNB. In addition, there may be new measurements from RAN2 point of view, so RAN2 may initiate discussions in future meetings and then coordinate with SA5.
Observation 3: For measurements defined in section A.1, they are feasible from RAN2 point of view.
Observation 4: RAN2 may initiate discussions on new measurements, and then RAN2 could coordinate with SA5.

Conclusions
In the agreed RAN2 LS [1], aimed at SA5’s request on reviewing SA5 TS 28.552, RAN2 mentioned that RAN2 plans to provide feedback after more investigation. In this paper, we provide our considerations in terms of the following observations.

Observation 1: Only section 5.1 Performance measurements for gNB and section 6.1 End-to-end latency measurement in TS 28.552 may need RAN2 review.

Observation 2: For measurements defined in section 5.1, we have the following views after technical check:

- Measurements defined in section 5.1.3.4 and 5.1.3.5 are not relevant to RAN2

- Other measurements are feasible from RAN2 point of view

Observation 3: For measurements defined in section A.1, they are feasible from RAN2 point of view.

Observation 4: RAN2 may initiate discussions on new measurements, and then RAN2 could coordinate with SA5.

We think that RAN2 may need more discussions on details and specifications work, and then RAN2 could inform SA5 of RAN2 progresses.
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
