	In order to avoid a huge CA-related UE capability signaling, skipping fallback band combination mechanism was introduced in Rel.13. However operators cannot use this feature always, because it is still an optional feature. In order to make operators use this feature whenever they would like to, we propose to mandate this feature.
Additionally, a new UE capability diffFallbackCombReport-r14 was introduced for retrieving different UE capabilities (e.g. MIMO layers, CSI processes, etc) for a fallback band combination. In order to achieve the benefit of the Rel-13 mechanism in terms of the capability signalling size reduction, we also propose to mandate diffFallbackCombReport-r14.
