7.3	UE capability coordination
In MR-DC, For a UE supporting MR-DC, the MR-DC specific capabilities of a UE supporting both E-UTRA and NR are provided to both MN and SN. (e.g. the MR-DC band combinations, listing the supported E-UTRA and NR band combinations) are contained in a MR-DC capability container., MR-DC specific capabilities as well as NR PDCP capabilities (included in both E-UTRA Capability and NR capability) are visible to both the MN and SN. 
Other RAT specific capabilities need not be visible to the node of the other RAT.
The MN shall, at least, provide the UE with a filter, comprising of NR and E-UTRA frequency bands, that is used to retrieve the MR-DC specific capabilities and the E-UTRA and NR capabilities relevant for MR-DC. In addition, for MR-DC, the MN ensures that the same filter is provided to the UE across multiple capability enquiries (i.e. E-UTRA, NR and MR-DC) to guarantee that the retrieved capabilities across all the requests are consistent with each other. Furthermore, the MN stores the retrieved capabilities and the corresponding filter, used to retrieve those capabilities, in the core network for later use.
[bookmark: _GoBack] For the UE capabilities requiring coordination between E-UTRA and NR (i.e. band combinations, baseband processing capabilities and the maximum power for FR1 the UE can use in SCG), it is up to the MN to decide on how to resolve the dependency between MN and SN configurations. The MN then provides the resulting UE capabilities usable for SCG configuration to the SN. As part of an SN initiated SN modification, the SN may indicate the desired UE capabilities usable for SCG configuration, and it is up to the MN to make the final decision whether to accept or reject the request.
