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	Reason for change:
	In the previous 38.212, the first bit is “Identifier for DCI format” in format2-3, so the starting bit for the field indicating TPC command and SRS request is from 1 to 31, but not from 0. 
But in the latest 38.212 v15.3.0 , the “Identifier for DCI formats” has been removed, so the starting bit of  format2-3 should be from 0 (i.e. the first bit), but 38.331 did not revise this accordingly. 
If the value range of startingBitOfFormat2-3 is directly changed from “INTEGER (1..31)” to “INTEGER (0..31)”, there will be a backward compatibility issue. In order to make it backward compatible, the value range  “INTEGER (1..31)” can remain unchanged and some clarification can be added in the field description for startingBitOfFormat2-3.
