	It was specified in TS 38.321 (section 5.8.1) that:

Semi-Persistent Scheduling (SPS) is configured by RRC per Serving Cell and per BWP. Multiple configurations can be active simultaneously only on different Serving Cells. Activation and deactivation of the DL SPS are independent among the Serving Cells.

However, the current TS 38.331 did not reflect the agreement, but 1) does not mention DL SPS can be configured for PSCell, and 2) limit the SPS configuration to be at only one cell per CG (section 6.3.2).
The SPS-Config IE is used to configure downlink semi-persistent transmission. Downlink SPS may be configured on the PCell as well as on SCells. But it shall not be configured for more than one serving cell of a cell group at once.
Considering there is no UE capability specified, it would be easier to go for the restriction of TS 38.331.
