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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank RAN1 to share the corresponding agreement and TP to 38.321 on enabling to configure TCI-state for CORESET #0 by MAC CE.

RAN2 discussed the following question asked in the LS:

-	RAN1 wonders whether it is possible to configure TCI-StateId in commonControlResourceSet in PDCCH-ConfigCommon, which requires to further refer to TCI-State in PDSCH-Config.

As replied in our former LS (R2-1816023), it is not the desirable behaviour that the UE common configuration refers to the UE specific dedicated configuration, while it is possible for EN-DC from signalling viewpoints. Hence, for EN-DC it is possible to configure a TCI-StateId in commonControlResourceSet in PDCCH-ConfigCommon which refers to a TCI-State configured in PDSCH-Config, i.e., the answer to the question is “yes”. Disallowing this (so that tci-StatesPDCCH-ToAddList and tci-StatesPDCCH-ToReleaseList in the controlResourceSet shall not be used for commonControlResourceSet), would be a non-backward compatible change.

To avoid non-backward compatible change at this late stage in Re-15, RAN2 agreed to update TS 38.321 based on TP provided in Annex 1 of RAN1 LS.

ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to work on the CR(s) on enabling to configure TCI-state for CORESET #0, taking RAN2 feedback into account presented in this reply LS.
