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	Reason for change:
	38.331 does not clearly say, which fields can be present in RRCReconfiguration received via SRB3 in EN-DC. For SRB1 case (i.e. RRCReconfiguration received via LTE RRCConnectionReconfiguration), it is said for nr-SecondaryCellGroupConfig in 36.331 that: 
"In this version of the specification, the NR RRC message only includes fields secondaryCellGroup and/ or measConfig".

In the 1st release of EN-DC in 38.331, it is clear that only the radioBearerConfig, secondaryCellGroup, and/ or measConfig could be sent via SRB3 because there is no other extension at that time.

However, with further extensions added in RRCReconfiguration due to NR SA, it is not clear whether the later IEs could be sent via SRB3 in EN-DC. We think that the new IEs such as masterCellGroup, fullConfig, dedicatedNAS-MessageList, otherConfig are not designed for EN-DC. Thus, the network should not send this IEs via SRB3 and the UE shall not handle this IEs in EN-DC.

Therefore, we propose to clarify that UE only handles the measConfig, radioBearerConfig and/or secondaryCellGroup for RRCReconfiguration received via SRB3.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	In 5.1.3, specify that UE only handles the fields measConfig, radioBearerConfig and/or secondaryCellGroup for RRCReconfiguration received via SRB3.

Inter-operability:
The CR only impact UE behavior and the network does not have to implement it.
If the UE implements the CR but the network does not, there is no Inter-operability issue. The IEs other than measConfig, radioBearerConfig and secondaryCellGroup are not designed for EN-DC. So, ignoring this IE does not cause problem to EN-DC operation.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The UE behavior is unclear if the configuration other than measConfig, radioBearerConfig and secondaryCellGroup are received via SRB3 in EN-DC. 
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5.1.3	Requirements for UE in EN-DC
In this specification, the UE considers itself to be in EN-DC if and only if it is configured with nr-SecondaryCellGroupConfig according to TS 36.331[10].
NOTE: 	This use of the term EN-DC deviates from the definition in TS 37.340 [43] and other specifications. In TS 37.340, the term EN-DC includes also the case where the UE is configured with E-UTRA MCG only (i.e. no NR SCG) but with one or more bearers terminated in a secondary node (i.e. using NR PDCP).
The UE in EN-DC only executes a sub-clause of clause 5 in this specification when the subclause:
-	is referred to from a subclause under execution, either in this specification or in TS 36.331 [10]; or
-	applies to a message received on SRB3 (if SRB3 is established); or
-	applies to field(s), IE(s), UE variable(s) or timer(s) in this specification that the UE is configured with.
When executing a subclause of clause 5 in this specification, the UE follows the requirements in clause 5.1.2 and in all subclauses of this specification applicable to the messages (including processing time requirements), fields, IEs, timers and UE variables indicated in the subclause under execution. In this version of the specification, the UE is required to handle only fields measConfig, radioBearerConfig and/or secondaryCellGroup for RRCReconfiguration received via SRB3.
