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1. Overall Description:
It is expected that the same triggers that are used for the 4-step Random Access procedure will be applicable for the 2-step Random Access procedure. Based on the analysis in RAN2, e.g. R2-1903428, it is clear that the size of MsgA when RRCResumeRequest for RRC_Inactive UEs is included in MsgA will be 72 bits (including MAC header). For Idle or Connected UEs the values are below 72 bits. When it comes to connected UEs transmitting data, there is no specific size that can be expected, instead RAN2 would appreciate information from RAN1 on what message sizes that could be supported. 
Regarding MsgB sizes in the 2-step procedure, message sizes up to 9 Kbytes can be expected.

2. Actions:

To RAN1 group.
ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to take the above information into account and provide feedback to RAN2 in case there are concerns that a MsgA sizes of 72 bits cannot be supported. RAN2 also respectfully asks RAN1 if larger message sizes can be supported. RAN2 also wishes to inform RAN1 that message sizes up to 9 Kbyte may be expected for MsgB.
