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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has agreed in RAN2#105 that a MAC CE will be defined to carry the Quality Report. Regardless of further details still under discussion in RAN2 and considering that all companies want to keep the total overhead as small as possible, the MAC CE payload size will be 1 Octet.

RAN1 can consider 8 bits as the number of bits available to define the details of the Quality Report indication, including both the number of repetitions, possibly the aggregation level, and possibly further information such as the preferred narrowband.

Even though 8 bits are available, RAN1 should aim to minimize the number of bits used and leave as many bits as possible as spare for future extensions.
