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	Reason for change:
	In section 5.1.3/4, it is required to maintain HFN for R15 V2X, but it is not feasible since for broadcast traffic (which is the only traffic type for LTE-V2X), where RX UE may meet TX UE after TX UE starts transmission for an unknown time period, it is not possible for RX UE to derive the HFN value. Furthermore, HFN value is actually not used at all for V2X data transmission / reception, i.e., no need for maintainace.
Impact Analysis
Impacted functionality:
HFN maintainace for SL transmission/reception
Inter-operability:
1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, there is no inter-operability problem, since HFN maintainance function only relates to sidelink. 
2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not, there is no inter-operability problem, since HFN maintainance function only relates to sidelink.
