Introduction
This is a revision of R2-1904849. In the previous version, we proposed a draft CR for TS 36.300. Since there was email discussion [105bis#34] on stage-2 CR for feMOB, this paper has removed the discussion of the draft CR.
At RAN2#105 meeting, RAN2 made some agreements on CHO. According to the agreed work plan by the rapporteur [1], RAN2#105 is the last meeting for the study, and RAN2 will start to discuss stage-2 details of the selected solution(s) from RAN2#105bis.
This paper is to discuss signalling flow of CHO.

Discussion
For the legacy LTE HO, the C-plane handling is captured in 10.1.2.1.1 in TS 36.300. Basically there are three phases:

· Handover preparation

· Handover execution

· Handover completion

For CHO, we see there are lots of differences compared to the legacy LTE HO, but it is still possible to use three phases for signalling aspect:
· Handover preparation: the UE may reports some cells to the network according to triggering condition A, and then the network decides on CHO target cell(s) and send one or multiple CHO commands to the UE
· Handover execution: the UE selects the target cell according to triggering condition B, and directly accesses to that cell
· Handover completion: mainly on signalling between RAN and CN, e.g. path switch
Here we provide figure 1 to illustrate basic signalling flow of CHO. It is noted that handover completion part is not fully described as RAN3 needs to further check this part.
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Figure 1: basic signalling flow of CHO
Proposal 1: For CHO procedure, it is proposed RAN2 to agree on three phases.
Regarding how to capture CHO procedure, there are two ways:
(1) Update the existing LTE HO by adding CHO

We think there may be quite a lot of changes due to this way, so it may not be a clean way.

(2) Add new section(s) for CHO

Compared with (1), this way is a clean way. It is noted that step 3 Handover completion may need more RAN3 discussions as per previous RAN2 agreement.
5: RAN2 will inform the Conditional HO assumptions (including the baseline operation) to RAN3 via LS at RAN#105bis, requesting RAN3 to kindly work on the CHO scheme aspects matching their expertise (e.g. data forwarding).

Proposal 2: It is proposed to introduce new sections(s) for stage-2 description for CHO.
