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1. Overall Description:

In RAN2#106, RAN2 has discussed Wake-up signal option for UE power saving, and made the following consensus:
· For UE power saving, the length of onDuration can be set as short as WUS.
· PDCCH-based WUS is not different from short onDuration in terms of the length of PDCCH monitoring.
· If PDCCH monitoring and CSI reporting are skipped according to WUS but all the other activities are performed, the power saving gain from WUS will be trivial.
· UE needs a Warming-up time before onDuration, e.g. to prepare the UE components such as CPU, modem, RF and so on. Warming-up operation resulting in power consumption are still required to receive WUS. 
From the RAN2 observations, it is identified that Wake-up signal option provides only additional complexity but without significant gain. RAN1 may need to further check if the above RAN2 understanding is valid before RAN1 makes a final decision on whether to support WUS.
2. Actions:

RAN2 would like to kindly ask RAN1 to take the above RAN2 understanding into account for their work.
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
