SN Status Transfer procedure

The purpose of the SN Status Transfer procedure is to transfer the uplink PDCP SN and HFN receiver status and the downlink PDCP SN and HFN transmitter status from the source to the target eNB during an X2 handover, or between MeNB and SgNB involved in EN-DC, or between the old and the new eNB at RRC connection re-establishment for each respective E-RAB for which PDCP SN and HFN status preservation applies.
